Comments on ZHUANG Zi’s basic thoughts

Abstract; ZHUANG Zi proposed skepticism in Chinese philosophy, which established the spirit of

independence, found a way out of a troubled world and opened up a whole new area of philosophy. He

developed Lao-tzu’s Taoism, using the methodology of doctrines of Qi and “cosmic view”.

“ Cosmic

view” is of great importance to make Taoism universal and objective. “The happy excursion” affirms the

unity of existence and value, man and nature, instrumental value and intrinsic value. “On the equality of

things” emphasizes pluralistic epistemology and two elements logic, which broaden the thoughts of Tao-

ism. In this way, we can view things from an equal, open and fair perspective. ZHUANG Zi’s review on

benevolence in Confucianism is also beneficial to the construction of subjective status of morality. Logical-

ly ZHUANG Zi has an influence on the end of time of a hundred schools of thoughts contending. It is a

historical regret that ZHUANG Zi’s thoughts were excluded legally and failed to serve the construction of

society.
