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Development and its features of the medieval

Abstract: There was temporary economy pwosperity in the Middle East during medieval times. For instance,
areas of cultivated land had expanded, agricultural techniques had been innovated, commerce had kept
superiority, handicraft industiy including textile industly, papermaking and glassmaking had made pogress.
