Factors affecting understanding of metaphor

Abstract; Through analysis at many factors such as tenor, vehicle, cognitive environment, and sub-

jective initiative etc, it is found that identification of the tenor and vehicle, construction of cognitive envi-

ronment, and subjective initiative play important roles in determining what exact meaning the metaphor

should be.
